Explanation of maps for the States we have leased land in since 1989.

Numbers in Counties show # of farms or properties in each County we have leased since our
inception. Some of the leased farms are still leased, most may no longer be leased. The purpose
of this map is to show you where we have leased land, which indicates where we have familiarity
& experience and are most likely to lease land again in the future. Since our actual leased land
changes frequently, we prefer you tell us the Counties where you want to hunt & what for, and we
can provide you with a current list of Counties where we lease land as of today. Since some of the
properties may already be reserved for the days you want to use them to hunt the game you want to
hunt, we believe you will want to know this before you join. We have never had to tell any
member we didn’t have any land available for their intended use, we always have land available,
but it may not be their first choice of locations. If you are flexible, we can provide you with
suitable land for your pursuits, on your choice of many acceptable farms.

All members are bound by the same reservation rules, which are fair for all members, but if you
join after we have started taking reservations, some of the farms you might want may be already
reserved and not still be available, but due to cancellations or completion, farms continue to
become available daily, as we lease new land year around to meet the needs of our members.

In recent years due to frequent land ownership changes, aging farmers, higher land prices, lower
crop prices, higher property taxes, etc., we are now experiencing more land turnover than before.

For most years since 1989, we leased excess land, some of which went unused or underused, but
now we lease only land which is slightly more than sufficient to meet the needs of our members.

Remember, you will be asked to tell us which counties you want us to lease land in and for what
type of hunting. We tabulate all member requests, and the top 20% to 25% of land ranking will be
targeted for leasing. Naturally, if only | member wants land in a specific county, we probably
won’t be leasing it.

We aim to please all members, and will do our best to keep you a happy member for many years.



HSP Land Leasing History and Methods used since 1989

HSP began by leasing 35,000 acres in Missouri and Kansas and within the next few years
members asked us to start leasing land in lowa, Nebraska, [llinois, and South Dakota. Due to
State regulation changes, we discontinued leasing land in Illinois. Due to insufficient member
use we temporarily discontinued leasing land in lowa, but will again when member demand
Justifies. We were leasing 226,000 acres in 1996, but our membership sales did not keep pace,
so we started reducing our acreage to just the amount needed for our current members needs, and
have maintained an average of 100,000 acres per year for the last several years. We continue to
lease land if needed to meet the needs of our members. We eliminate surplus & under used land.

We show maps of the States and Counties where we have leased land which indicate the
number of farms/properties we have leased in each County since 1989 some of which is still
leased, but most is no longer leased, however by knowing where we have leased land. you
will know the most popular areas which we have experience and familiarity with, Land is
in a constant state of change, due to a variety of factors, including ownership changes, farming &
land use changes, severe adverse weather changes, reduction of wildlife due to depletion of
habitat, etc. We require all members to submit a harvest report within 2 days of their hunt, to tell
us the numbers and types of wildlife seen and harvested, so HSP & all members will know the
quality and game supply of each farm.

This enables HSP to eliminate non-productive properties, and allows members to know before

they go to any property if the quality of property and game available justifies spending
their time & gas having to go to a farm to know what to expect before going.

Our members determine where we will lease land and for what purpose, whether Deer and
turkey hunting, by bow, or with a gun, or upland birds, or waterfowl. We survey all members
and have them vote for the States and Counties they want land leased in, and for what purpose.
We then tabulate the information, and list the States and Counties in order with the highest in
demand to the lowest, and then we select 10% to 20% of the highest ranking Counties and set
our sights on those Counties. If members get their friends to vote for the same Counties they
want, they can enhance their chance of having their choice of Counties high on the list. If
members are the only ones who want land in a certain County, the County will probably be at the
bottom of the list, and not popular enough to be selected for leasing. All members have the
same opportunities to determine where we will try to lease land.

We cull lower quality property every year. We consider a hunt successful if the game sought

is actually seen, regardless if it is harvested or not. We keep records of every members hunt to
know the success percentage, and the average has been 70% to 75% success for many years,
meaning 70% or 75% of the days you hunt our land, you will see the species of game you want..
We usually try to drop land that ranks in the lowest 20% or 25%. We increase payment to
landowners if the success rate on their land is in the highest 25%. Members only need to report
the game seen and harvested, but do not need to report score or size of deer seen, just if they
harvested or saw a buck’s or doe’s and how many of each.

We keep the best quality land, and drop the worst. We keep land which members use enough to
justify the cost of keeping, and drop land which is under used which is money wasted. We no
longer pay tens of thousands of dollars a year leasing farms which are not used by our members.
Our policy is use it or lose it, we won’t waste money keeping any land if it’s not being used.

Daily fees are payable on or before date reservations are made. We require a deposit of funds on account or a
credit/debit card charge or ACH bank draft authorization to pay guest fees when reservations are made.

No Refunds of daily fees if a reservation is not used and not cancelled before 8:30 AM of date reserved.
Member making reservation is responsible for payment of all Daily use fees due for all other parties included.

Explanation of Fee land Non Traditional (Dail annual lease).
Fee Land is for payment of land use to the owner for HSP use of their land. HSP never charges extra to a Full
member for his’her personal use of any land, regardless if Fee or Non Fee. HSP absorbs the cost which is
covered by the members Annual dues. We charge a reduced daily rate for qualified dependents only for their
use of Non Fee Land, and we charge dependents the Landowners daily fee for their use of Fee land.

HSP does not charge Floating Guest Members the Standard Daily Fees for their use of Non Fee Land, but we do
charge Floating Guests the landowners daily use fee for their use of Fee land.

All prices shown above are subject to an additional cost for MO State sales tax. (Currently 8.6%)



Benefits HSP members prefer compared to any other Midwest Hunting Club
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Our online "Harvest Reports” give you a 2 year history of every property , so you won't waste time going to properties which
don’t have the game you want, or properties which have been hunted too much or too recently, or don’t have good reports.

MNo other members will ever be on any property you reserve. You have exclusive use of any land you reserve,

Our guest rules made by members, are very liberal. You can take 1 puest a day when yvou hunt big game with a gun, and 2 a
day for all else. We do not restrict you from taking guests for any type of hunting any game, on any days you can hunt. You
can take an unlimited number of guests each year, each can go 3 days a year, more if you own a Floating Guest Membership.

Motebook(s) of black & white aerial photos given to each member, + all members have a user name and password to access
our online reservation system. which has full color maps, aerial photos with GPS coordinates, topo maps and harvest reports.

Rules are changed only by member votes on ballot. The majority of members rule, manager can’t change rules after you join.

You can preserve your membership on inactive status for $100 on annual renewal date any year if you don't pay dues.

You can earn a Lifetime Fully Paid Membership if you recruit 10 members, rather than buy the membership for §10,000.

After office is closed if you need help with a reservation vou made when the office was open, call emergency number, the
manager will help yvou.

Your HSP membership let's you reserve the same farm for entire 10-11 day deer gun season, if you will use all those days.

Reservations accepted by phone during normal business hours, and/or online 24/7 from your cell phone or computer.
Your membership is fully ransferrable, & can be openly advertised and resold by vou to an approved applicant. You own it !
Your family membership let’s you take your spouse and dependent’s for a nominal daily use fee on most HSP land.

HS5P is the oldest and largest sportsmen’s club in the Midwest still owned and managed by the original founder’s

All full members are treated equally, regardless of tenure, contributions. or likeability . We don’t have privileged members.

If you are not satisfied with the land you reserve, call us from near the reserved property to see what else is available.
If you want to reserve extra land, call us when the office is open, after 3 PM the day before and take more if still available.

Since all members do not hunt the same thing, there usually will be plenty of land still available for what & when you want it.

HSP never fines members for violations, but we have suspended 1 or 2 members a few years for serious rule violations.

You will never be required to share a duck blind or your reserved land with another member, unless you want to.

We don’t sell guest passes. We only charge guest fees on the date reserved if guest or hunt isn’t cancelled.

If your renewal date falls at the wrong time of year, vou can move it forward one time, and prorate dues to cover extension.

Members never required to report sighting trophy bucks, we only need to know the number of deer seen, and other game.

All land is available to all members, no land is ever held back for privileged members. Remember, all members are equal!

Your dues will never be increased by an average of more than 7% a year, and usually much less than that if any increase.

Safety? Can be dangerous for you and others.

Competing with total strangers for game and space.

May be illegal to use ATV’s or drive on land

You have no control of others on land, of where & how they hunt.

You don’t know if game or places you want to hunt will be available before you arrive.
Expensive, maintenance, taxes, payments, prevent trespassing if not living there full time.
Owners may keep raising the price, keep farming, & lease other rights for cattle, crops,etc.
Broker is the one you lease from, they lease from owner. You don’t deal with owner
Broker decides how many you can have on the land, and what you can harvest from land.
You’'ll be limited to hunting just the 1 property, regardless of weather, or if game is there.
You can’t control the price, the more you like it the higher it may go..

You may be required to provide costly hunting liability insurance.

Guide may be good or bad. It will probably cost you to find out.

Qutfitter will tell you where to hunt, and may require you to not move until end of day.
Others may be on the same land, will they have the better spots?

Very expensive, often several thousand dollars for just a few days.

Very dangerous, & illegal. You don’t know who else is hunting the land, neither do they.
Asking permission is a waste of time. Some owner’s tell everyone who ask’s ok to hunt.
Will owner tell NO to all other friends and relatives if you asked first?

Private land leased to a State is now public land, all taxpayers have a right to be there too.
See all rules first, how & when changed to be sure you’re not going to regret joining.
Most sportsmen don’t consider shooting captive game is hunting, just shooting animals.
Owners can change the rules at will, after you join. Not fair to you, but it is common.
Investment in food plots is lost when access to land is lost.

Neighbors may interfere with your hunting if it is only place you have to hunt.

Flood, fire, drought, disease, snow, rain, etc., can keep you from hunting where you want.
When you hunt, farmers will still farm, plant, harvest, plow, feed/move cattle, if needed.
